When we got there, everybody in the village welcomed us with open arms and open hearts. This trip was not without its problems though. Our translator never showed up so our team had to do its best to speak Spanish and God really did give us the words we need to preach to these people. In the village, our main focus was children's ministry. Every day we would have a kid’s service anybody could attend where we would play games, do a bible story and have a worship time. We found that when the kids were on fire for God, that the parents were more open to hearing what we had to say about the gospel and Christ. One day it rained so hard during the children's service the tarps we had for them to sit on got filled with water and we couldn't use the microphone without it getting wet. Trying to make the best out of the situation, we turned the 2 mats into a giant slip and slide! I have never seen kids so wet and soapy. When we did an
